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Activities of the Polish National Working Team on EUSBSR in 2012 - Report for the Chairman of the Committee for European Affairs
Résumé
The report presents all actions aimed at facilitating the implementation of the EUSBSR in Poland in 2012.
Firstly, it focuses on activities of the Polish Working Team on EUSBSR (WT). WT, consisting of line ministries, Managing Authorities of Operational Programmes, representatives of the regions, local associations and scientific institutes, was established on 5th September 2011. WT meets regularly, approximately once every three months. During four meetings of 2012 members of the WT discussed current developments related to the EUSBSR (i.a. revision of the Action Plan, launching the Seed Money Facility, communication and promotion of the EUSBSR in Poland, new programming period, developing new projects and a priority area coordinated by Poland - Culture). Members of the WT are also being consulted via e- mail whenever a position on a document or a new process is needed. One of the key instruments to facilitate the work of the NCP/WT is the website for Polish stakeholders, launched by the NCP, aimed at improving communication of the Strategy. 
Secondly, the Report documents a number of events with the participation of the Polish NCP. It covers both meetings of the NCPs from all the EUSBSR member states, bilateral consultations, FoP meetings and various events in Poland (conferences, consultations, events promoting the EUSBSR in regions).
Moreover, the Report presents the state of play when it comes to Priority Areas (Nutri, Inno, Culture) and projects with Polish coordinator or leader. It describes various activities undertaken by the PACs aimed at building up the effects of the respective PA (i.a. steering committee meetings). The Report also constitutes a database of flagship projects where Polish institutions are a leader or a partner with a comprehensive description of the aims and results of these initiatives.  
Lastly, the Report summarizes recent changes in the structure of the EUSBSR, resulting from the revision process (e.g. creating three objectives, targets & indicators, launching new PACs and HALs).
